Old business included grub control and fertilizer.  Robb got a quote for  50 bags of 10-0-10 fertilizer from Mill Gardens for $11.10 a bag.  Robb also agreed to contact Bio Spray regarding grub treatment on the Community Field.  Timing was discussed and it was agreed that the last half of June may be the best time as it is between baseball and summer soccer.  It was also agreed that we should measure out the East Common and take a soil sample as soon as the soil is workable to determine fertilizer rates needed.


JJ agreed to touch base with Eric Reichert to invite him to our March meeting to discuss the baseball field.


Lawrence brought up tree pruning around the Common and the Community Field.  JJ asked David to clarify if we should contact the Town Tree Warden or the Selectboard.  Lawrence was concerned about trees along the Mall Walk, as well as the large Maple south of Rob O'Donnell's driveway and trees lining the Community Field parking lot.  Lawrence agreed to touch base with Bill Wilson and invite him to our March meeting.


It was determined that Parks and Playgrounds usually has five members and we would like to fill the position currently filled by Nate Tullar.  Members agreed to ask around and see if there is any interest.


JJ informed the group that Esther contacted her to ask if the Parks and Playgrounds would like to include content for the Town website that will be redesigned soon.


Lawrence is working on flagpole lighting at the Community Field.  There are multiple options including solar and hard wired.  Lawrence will look into if further and report back soon.


Craig agreed to help out with the binder that will be created that will include the responsibilities of the Parks and Playgrounds.


JJ motioned to adjourn and David seconded.  All were in favor.
