The review of the regulations was completed, there are several open items to be address, once they have been reviewed and in final format, they will be presented at a public hearing for review and approval.

And if the Planning Board wants to do either or both, do they want the UVLSRPC to assist and at what level?  The UVLSRPC can help in different areas of the Master Plan and the PB can pick what areas they want help on or they can do the entire process themselves.  The cost of the Master Plan assistance depends upon how much help the Planning Board wants.  For the Capital Improvements Program, the cost can range from $3,000 to $5,000.
Ann suggested everyone read the current Master Plan. Chase K. suggested getting wish lists from the different departments.  Andy S. suggested someone should head this up.  Tom S. suggested the PB 

get a committee together of people interested in Capital Improvement.
Ann stated that she would bring copies of the current Capital Improvement Plan for everyone to review.
