I. Call Meeting to Order
The meeting was called to order at 5:30 pm.

Steve Allen – Assessor
Allen reported that pick-ups will be completed by the end of May, constructions in progress will be determined on a percentage basis.
Allen stated that new or updated septic systems will be added to the inventory sheet and asked that approvals be followed up and recorded.

Brad McCormack & John O’Brien – Parks & Playgrounds Committee
McCormack and O’Brien informed the Board that discrepancies were discovered in the Trustee of Trust Funds report dating back to 2000.  They also wanted to know the procedure on how to dispense funds from the Trustees.  The Board suggested that they meet with Mark Blanchard as he generates the reports and handles these funds.
Also discussed was the need or a monitor at the Indian Pond Beach.  The Board will discuss this issue with the Chief of Police at the next meeting on May 9th.

Stephen Allen – Upper Valley Public Health Region
Allen distributed the Public health Emergency Regional Plan and explained the functions of the UVPHR during emergency situations.  

II.  Approval of  Minutes

III.  Old Business

A.  Board Reports
Adams reported that the purchasing policy is on track and they will meet again on April 26th.

Steketee reported that the Lease with NH Fish & Game authorized the State to do construction as they see fit.  Opinions from Attorney Adele Fulton confirmed this fact and Steketee felt that there was no reason to hold up construction of the boat launch.

Steketee stated that the Bridge Committee will meet May 5th.

B.  VanNorden e-mail regarding Andrews Road
Waterbury spoke with the Board regarding an e-mail from Peg VanNorden.  She had asked the status of the end of Andrews Road.  It was discovered that if a class V road is not maintained for a certain amount of time it automatically becomes a class VI, per RSA 229:5.  To change the road back to a class V it must go before the town at a public hearing, per RSA 231:59.

Waterbury also reported that he is preparing to put the bid out for a new highway truck.  Notice will be placed in the Valley News and Journal Opinion after approval by the Board.  Also reported was that the Highway Department will begin their four-10 hour days on April 30th until Labor Day.

D.  Review potential member of the historical Society Study Committee

Schmidt gave a list of possible participants for the Building Committee.  

E.  Review public notice on Orford’s 250th Celebration
Schmidt stated that the 250th round table discussion will be held on May 24th in the Niles Room at 7:00 pm and be facilitated by Gail Dimick.  A box holder was authorized to notify the citizens.
The Board went into non-public session per RSA 91:A:3;(c).  Per roll call vote:  Steketee – Yes; Adams – Yes.  Motion to seal results was approved at 7:40 pm .

The Board resumed the regular meeting at 7:45 pm.
