I. Call Meeting to Order
The meeting was called to order at 5:30 pm.

Steve Allen - Assessor
Allen reported that he is 50% complete with cyclical work.  He also met with a land owner on Quinttown Road to calculate an estimate of current use change tax for a possible camp being built .  The Board questioned the driveway to this building site and how it affects abutting landowners.  Allen will research further and report to the Board in August.
Ann Green – Iron Town Signs
Green wanted to let the Board know her interest in the old iron town signs and possibly applying for a grant to refurbish them.  She has been in contact with NH Department of Transportation and will ask them for a letter stating that the signs were given to the Town by the State.  Green hopes to have some of the work complete by the 250th celebration.

B.  Purchasing Policy

Cooley submitted minor corrections to the Purchasing Policy.  Changes will be made and distributed to Department Heads for review with a due date of August 15, 2012.
Harry Burgess & Stacey Thomson – Minor Sub-division
Burgess and Thomson discussed the three lot minor sub-division at the Paragon Construction property that Thomson has purchased.  The Planning Board has approved the minor sub-division on the condition that it is approved by the Selectboard as one parcel would require access across a brook at the flood zone.  The Board discovered that this request would need to be addressed by the Zoning Board of Adjustment for Flood Plains.  Clifford will contact the chair of the ZBA to schedule a meeting regarding this matter.

II.  Approval of  Minutes

The minutes of July 11, 2012 were approved as amended.              
III.  Old Business

A.  Board Reports
Adams reported that Abby Smith, Orford Fire Department, will be trained to input incident reports on the donated computer for the department.  Adams also stated that he will attend fire department meetings each month.
Cooley wanted to point out the fact that the Animal Control Officer was taking care of a large number of skunks and questioned what his duties consisted of.  The Board agreed to invite Roy Daisey to their next meeting.

Cooley reported that she had seen the mall walk following the application to remove grass in the mall walk.  It seemed that the application had little effect.  The Board suggested having former Selectboard member, Paul Goundrey, come to a meeting to discuss the mall walk and its care.

The Board discussed their role within the purchasing policy and their purchases for the town office.

Steketee reported that he has spoken with Attorney Waugh and requested a response letter be written to Thomson’s attorney regarding Class V roads.

The Board discussed Class V roads and various options that could be taken for care of these roads.  The Board decided to discuss the matter with Road Agent, Charlie Waterbury, at the next meeting.

C. RFQ Decision

The Board discussed the two bids for engineer of the Archertown Bridge at Newcomb Hollow and the requirement of NH Department of Transportation through this process.
A motion was made to award the engineer bid to DuBois & King for the Archertown Bridge at Newcomb Hollow.  The motion passed.

D.  Primex
The Board discussed the settlement amount from Primex and their invoice for property and liability insurance.  The Board decided to pay the invoice and Cooley will draft a letter to Primex with regards to the settlement amount.

E.  Indian Pond Beach
Cooley reported that swim lesson had begun and the instructors felt that they did not require a beach pass and that Brad McCormack felt the beach policy should be suspended during swim lessons.  The Board disagreed, the policy is in place for a reason and everyone, including instructors, should have a pass.  The Board will not be making any changes to the beach policy at this time.
Clifford stated that Charlie Waterbury requested that she inform the Board that the culvert at Indian Pond Bridge is washing out, there is water going behind the cement headwall as well as the rock headwall.  Steketee will contact H.E. Bergeron Engineering.
A motion was made to abate the yield taxes on operation number 11-355-16 due to an error on the report of cut from the logger.  The motion passed and the corrected yield tax sheet was signed by the Board.
