I. Call Meeting to Order
The meeting was called to order at 1:00 pm.

Harry Osmer, owner of The Shooter Shop in Orford, wanted to let the Board know that following the tragedy in Newtown CT, he wanted to do something positive and show that gun control begins at home.  He, along with the assistance of the Police Department, is giving away gun locks free and he will continue to do so for gun safety in Orford.  The Board thanked him for his positive efforts.
II.  Approval of  Minutes

The minutes of December 12, 2012 were approved as amended.

III.  Old Business

The Board reviewed the Fire Department budget request with Smith.  

Smith stated that the equipment budget request was $9,000 to purchase equipment on an “as needed” basis.  Old radios will require updating for band splitting and fire gear required periodic replacement.
Smith also stated that in the past the fire department was paid $12.50 per hour and in their last payroll they were paid $12.00 per hour.  He asked the Board to research this clerical error.  The Board stated they will have an answer at the next meeting on January 2, 2013.

The Board requested a meeting be warranted for 10:30 am on Friday, December 28, 2012 to meet with FEMA to discuss Archertown Bridge at Newcomb Hollow.

The Board will also meet Wednesday, January 2, 2013 to do a final review of the budget prior to distributing it and meeting with the Budget Advisory Committee on January 16 and 30, 2013.

Clifford asked to Board to consider adding funds to the budget to hire someone to shovel the front entrance of the town office and handicap ramp.  Also to hire someone to learn the Selectboard office systems and to provide coverage when she is on vacation or out on extended leave.  The Board asked that she come up with a job description.

Cole asked if there has been any follow up on the certification of the fire truck.  

After discussion the Board asked Cole to re-convene the Fire Department Advisory Committee to discuss possible solutions to current/continuous issues and how the Board can bring up the subject at town meeting.  The Board asked if Cole could report at the January 9, 2013 meeting.

A motion was made to enter into nonpublic session at 2:45 pm.  A roll call vote of members present was taken with a decision in the affirmative.

The Board resumed the regular meeting at 3:10 pm.
