Call Meeting to Order
The Public Hearing was called to order at 6:40 pm.

Palifka noted the following:

- Capital Reserve funds will fall short purchasing a backhoe in 2015.  The Board suggested moving the purchase date back one year and they will speak with Charlie Waterbury as to actual replacement time and cost at the next meeting.

-Highway trucks will have about a $4,000 deficit.  Large trucks are replaced in nine year intervals and the one-ton truck is replaced every 7 years.

-Additional information is required to know when actual replacement is necessary for a Fire Truck with regards to recertification and pump testing.  The Rescue truck is slated for replacement in 2023.

-Police cruiser replacement funds will be close, within $300.  Thomson felt that it is important to have documentation if a vehicle is failing and requiring replacement.  Steketee stated that the Board relies on the Chief’s judgment and that he does get various price quotes.

Bridges and Roads and Bridge Replacement monies were discussed to make certain that there were adequate funds to replace Newcomb Hollow Bridge on Archertown Road.
Green mentioned the 2013 draft warrant article  regarding the purchase of the Old Town Hall by the Historical Society fund raising.  She insisted that there needed to be clear language as to what the Town is responsible for and what the Historical Society is responsible for.  The Board had finalized the warrant at the last meeting with Schmidt, but agreed to consider additional wording to warrant article 9.
