Call Meeting to Order
The meeting was called to order at 5:30 pm.

Town Meeting Preparation
Board members will meet at the town office on Tuesday, March 12th at 1:00 pm to transport voting booths to the Rivendell Academy Gym and set up voting booths and other equipment for Town Meeting.

The Board will ask the Moderator to announce the immediate need for a Deputy Town Clerk who is interested in being trained to fill and run for the Town Clerk’s position in 2014 as Louise Mack will not be running for this office.

After discussion the entire Board agreed to do a power point presentation at town meeting.  Cooley will put the presentation together and the Board will review on Saturday, March 9th at 10:00 am at the town office.  Discussion followed about purchasing suitable equipment so that town committees have access to good equipment for future presentations.  During the presentation Adams will update everyone on Archertown Bridge at Newcomb Hollow.

Trash and Recycling Contract
The Board discussed the proposed contract from Floyd Marsh Rubbish Removal and concluded that it meets all necessary needs.  The Board approved a three year contract with stipulation that Floyd Marsh Rubbish Removal will submit acceptable proof if insurance.   It was noted that recycling opportunities have increased under the new arrangement.  Christine Bills recommended that the Board continue to look for other ways to encourage recycling in Orford.  Cooley will bring up the topic at a future conservation commission meeting.
A motion was made to accept the contract for three years with the addition of submitting acceptable proof on insurance.  The motion passed and the contract was signed by the Board.

Purchasing Policy
Adams explained the corrections and the requested word modifications made to the purchasing policy.   After review the following motion was made:
