Meeting Minutes

February 12, 2014

I. Call Meeting to Order
The meeting was called to order at 5:32 pm.

Charlie Waterbury – Road Agent
Waterbury reported a major equipment failure on truck #3.  The hydraulic pump failed and required replacement.  The replacement part cost $600.00; the town will not need to pay for towing and having the truck out of operation for two weeks as the highway employees will be replacing the pump themselves.
The 25 year old culvert steamer is failing and will need to be replaced once it no longer works.  The cost is between $8,000 and $14,000 and will need to be stored inside a warm building.  Waterbury will research this further for more details, but cautioned the Board that when this fails a new one will be required for immediate replacement.

Adams discussed the plans for the Archertown Bridge at Newcomb Hollow.  Waterbury requested clarification on backfill on the new bridge and stated that Tillotson Falls Road cannot be used as the detour during construction.  Waterbury also felt that it should be stated that any used materials from the bridge site will be brought to the town sand pit.  Adams will make these suggested changes.
Cooley asked about re-decking versus replacement of Creamery Road Bridge.  Waterbury stated the best course of action is to get an engineer review first, but doesn’t feel that hemlock is the best material for decking; he suggested laminate or corrugated metal.
Carl Schmidt – Historical Society
Schmidt reported progress with fundraising for the purchase of the Old Town Hall.  He asked that the Board begin to consider the purchase of the building and how they want to be involved.  With keeping open communication does the Board want to be part of the purchase discussions or hear reports from the Historical Society.  

Schmidt said he hopes to begin purchase discussions in April or May. He has spoken with the property owners regarding the purchase amount, but no definite figure has been set.

The Board discussed guidelines to purchase the property for the Historical Society, and possibly establish a historical society member as an agent of the Board to negotiate the purchase of the building.  
Approval of Minutes
The minutes of January 31, 2013 were approved as amended.

The minutes of February 4, 2014 were approved as written.

The minutes of February 5, 2014 were approved as written.

The minutes of February 5, 2014 Public Hearing were approved as amended.

II.  Old Business

A.  Board Reports
Adams stated that now that the Board has discussed Archertown Bridge plans with Mr. Waterbury the Board needs to either approve or disapprove the plans and sent them back to DuBois & King.  

The motion was made to accept the plans with Mr. Waterbury’s suggestions for the replacement of Archertown Bridge at Newcomb Hollow.  The motion passed.

Adams reported on attending the February 10th Planning Board Informational Meeting on gravel.

Cooley was pleased to announce that the updated web-page for the town was up and running.  It will continue to be updated with more departmental and town information.

Cooley reported that Harrison Pease will be addressing the Board at a later date regarding a grant on invasive species and the Richmond Property.

B. Permit of Assembly follow-up
Steketee read a letter from Heidi Peyton, Peyton Place Restaurant, stating that no inspection has been scheduled or performed and she has not received the pink copy of the permit of assembly that she is required to send to the NH Liquor Commission.  Chief Dennis said that he had the pink copy in his office at the fire station and would drop it off the Peyton once he left the meeting.
Adams asked who Dennis scheduled the inspection with and who received the permit.
Dennis stated that he went to the restaurant during business hours for the inspection and gave the permit to the Peyton’s daughter.  Peyton asked that in the future that the inspection be conducted with either her or her husband Jim present as owners.
Adams said that these records need to be reviewed and when inspecting a business the person in charge needs to be notified when the fire chief will be present.  Dennis agreed to have records available for the Board to review at the next regular meeting.  Cooley asked where records were kept.  Dennis answered in his office at the fire station.  Cooley felt that the records should be kept in the town rented area of the station.

The Board and Fire Chief discussed when Dennis is a representative of the Town and when a representative of the Fire Marshall.   The fire chief said he was acting as a representative of the Fire Marshall while conducting an inspection for permitting, the Board disagreed with this assessment.  The Board will research representation further for clarification and records with regards to Right to Know Law.
C.  Town Meeting Prep
The Board discussed setting up voting and for town meeting on March 10th, at 4:00 pm in the Memorial Gym.  This is for set up only, no business will be conducted at this time.
The Board will meet on March 5, 2014 at 5:30 pm to prepare for Town Meeting.
III. New Business

Steketee shared a land fill study and felt that Sandra Marsh would be best to consult with for proper reporting.  Adams will request additional data regarding the study.
