Fire Department Lease

A motion was made to accept the lease for the fire department.  The motion passed and the lease was signed and given to David Smith for fire department signatures.

Smith reported that the 4347 phone number at the department is a dispatch line that continues to be used by Orford and other towns.  Smith will research what towns have access to the phone line and what they pay for its use.

Hook discussed insurance coverage for fire fighters if injured while on a fire call.  Adams said this would be researched when employee benefits is reviewed.

Hook commented that at town meeting Terry Martin was misinformed regarding fire department bills and asked why the Board did not respond.  Adams said that there was a lot of misinterpreted information and the Board chose not to react.

II.  Old Business

A.  Board Reports
Adams reported the States approval of the preliminary plans and cost estimate for the Archertown Bridge at Newcomb Hollow has been received.  The final plan design and schedule will be submitted within two weeks with an estimated date submitted to the State of March 28th and an estimate to advertise for bids on April 21st and opening and awarding the bid on May 19th.  Adams added that Creamery Bridge will be reviewed after the snow is gone.
Cooley reported that the Household Hazardous Waste collection will be May 17th in Piermont.

Steketee wanted to recognize the hard work performed by the Highway Department during these tough winter months.  The Board will discuss the best way to recognize the highway employees for all the hours they have logged this winter.

Town Meeting Review:
