I. Call Meeting to Order
The meeting was called to order at 5:30 pm.

Chief Kilmer – Orford Police
Chief Kilmer introduced Office Kenneth Schaffer to the Board and others present.  Officer Schaffer will attend the Police Academy from May 19th to August 22nd.

Kilmer reported on problems being address with the new cruiser, money received from the cruiser grant, a portion of the money going to back into the Capital Reserve Fund and the remaining going back into the Uniforms & Equipment budget.  Funds have been received from the bullet proof vest grant and Kilmer will apply for another vest grant for Officer Schaffer.

Adams asked if Chief Kilmer would speak with someone at the State regarding the passing zone at the intersection of Grimes Hill Road and Route 10.  Kilmer said he would contact the State, but reminded the Board that Route 10 is a State road and he cannot guaranty what actions, if any, they will take.
Charlie Waterbury – Road Agent
Waterbury was not able to attend the meeting, but asked Clifford to report that the backhoe has been repaired and the culvert steamer has been received.  Waterbury also requested that the Board consider drafting a newsletter to residents with a reminder that the culvert at the end of a driveway is the property owner’s responsibility, not the Highway Departments.
Approval of Minutes
The minutes of March 26, 2014 were approved as amended.

The minutes of April 2, 2014 were approved as written.

II.  Old Business

A.  Board Reports
Adams reported there is a potential effect of the design process if the easements are not signed and the bond and insurance information is not received.  Steketee stated that the Knapp’s will sign the easement on April 10th.  Adams stated that he will be meeting with the Flower’s and will have the easement by April 14th.  Adams suggested that the Board go with DuBois & Kings suggestion that contractors are responsible for a certification of insurance, Steketee agreed.
Steketee reported that he spoke with Shawn Washburn regarding the condition of Creamery Bridge.  Steketee will ask Washburn to review the bridge and advise the Board on necessary repairs or replacement.

Steketee announced that there will be a public hearing on the Bunten Farm sub-division and anyone interested should attend the hearing on April 21st.

Adams stated that he is the Board liaison to the Fire Department and he will make every effort to attend monthly meetings.

Clifford reported that Nate Miller, Director of Upper Valley Lake Sunapee Regional Planning Commission and Ann Green, Chair of the Planning Board will be at the April 16th meeting to discuss the Capital Improvement Plan.

Clifford stated that the Records Committee met and will be compiling a list for record retention for those departments effected.
