I. Call Meeting to Order
The meeting was called to order at 5:30 pm
Steketee recommended that the Bid Evaluation and Award letter regarding the replacement of the Archertown Bridge at Newcomb Hollow be sent to Nancy Mayville, State of NH-Department of Transportation (NH-DOT) for approval.
Adams explained that the State needs to approve the bid evaluation and award before any work can begin on replacement of the Archertown Bridge.

A motion was made to accept the Bid Evaluation and Award from DuBois & King Engineers and approve the letter to the State of NH-Department of Transportation for Nancy Mayville’s approval of Neil Daniel’s bid of $592,225.00.  The motion passed.

During a discussion on the replacement of the bridge Thomson asked about the return and repair of his steel decking.  Adams stated that the engineers are aware of the situation and the decking would be returned to Thomson.  Waterbury said that he would coordinate the repair of the decking that was cut.

Steketee explained to Waterbury the complaint from the Griffin’s regarding the dust problem at Upper Baker Pond Road.  Waterbury stated that the road may be a bit more dusty than usual due to the fact that it is a new dirt road, but there are many roads in town with a dust problem.  He also added that the cost of calcium chloride is the same price he was quoted last year, approximately $1,00/mile with 30 miles of dirt roads in town, when the dust problem was discussed.

Adams asked for an alternative solution, perhaps additional gravel.  Waterbury stated that this would be an expensive solution and said that other residents have purchased and put down flaked chloride on the road in front of their homes.

Steketee will speak with the Griffin’s regarding the alternatives.  Waterbury asked if they decide to put down flaked chloride to please notify him prior to the treatment.

Adams asked Waterbury about paving.  Waterbury stated that Pike will pave from Route 10 to High Bridge Road when they have a break in their schedule.

A motion was made to enter into nonpublic session for legal issue at 6:00 pm.  A roll call vote of members present was taken with a decision in the affirmative.

The Board resumed the regular meeting at 6:45 pm.
