Call Meeting to Order
The meeting was called to order at 5:30 PM.
Creamery Road Bridge
The Board discussed putting the re-decking and repairing the footings for Creamery Road Bridge out to bid.

Steketee suggested that the bid include an allowance for the cost of fixing the abutments as they cannot be inspected until the decking is removed from the bridge.  Cooley felt the amount for the allowance should be stated on the bid.
The Board reviewed suggestion from NH, Department of Transportation Engineer, Steve Liakos and drafted a bid that would be advertised in the Valley News and Journal Opinion and due August 27, 2014.
Steketee informed the Board that Malcolm Godfrey graded Indian Pond Road on Friday, August 15th and expressed what an impressive job he did for the Town.  Dennis Streeter assisted Mr. Godfrey with the grading of Indian Pond Road as well as Tom Thomson with removing trees in the brook near Mousley Bridge.  Streeter also worked Saturday morning to clear a blocked culvert on Indian Pond Road.

A motion was made to enter into nonpublic session for personnel issue at 6:00 PM.  A roll call vote of members present was taken with a decision in the affirmative.
