Call Meeting to Order
The meeting was called to order at 5:32 PM.
After an extensive discussion with Miller regarding his memorandum with the Board and Mr. & Mrs. Clark stressing that any changes within a floodplain owned property must first come to the Selectboard before any meetings or decisions made by the Planning Board.
The following motion was made:

The floodplain development permit application is approved with the following conditions.

1.  All structures located within or partially within the flood hazard area shall be constructed to comply with Item IV and Item IX of the Town of Orford Floodplain Development Ordinance and a note placed on the plan with this language.

2.  The proposed well and septic shall be designed to minimize or eliminate infiltration of flood waters into the systems and discharge from the systems into flood waters.  The applicant shall provide specifications to the Selectboard for the well and septic system prior to start of construction and a note placed on the plan with this language.

3.  If applicable, the applicant shall provide copies of the following permits:  NH Department of Environmental Services Subsurface System Permit, NH Department of Environmental Services Shoreland Permit, and a NH Department of Transportation Driveway Permit and any other Federal or State permits.

4.  The applicant shall provide a letter from a Professional Engineer licensed in the State of New Hampshire that the cumulative effect of the proposed development will meet the requirements of Item VIII 4. Of the Orford Floodplain Development Ordinance.
The motion passed.  Once this document is drafted it will be reviewed by the Selectboard prior to being signed.
Adams wanted to clarify that future floodplain property proposals should first be reviewed by the Selectboard then go to the Planning Board.  Miller said yes, all proposals for floodplain properties are first reviewed by the Selectboard then by the Planning Board.

Cooley wanted to address future applicants and revision of the floodplain development ordinance by working with UVLSRPC, and a process and cost should be worked out to move forward.  Adams agreed and that any changes to the ordinance would need to be placed in the warrant.

Miller will review the current ordinance and permit application, which he felt would not be a lengthy process.  Any changes to the current ordinance may require a public hearing.  He will speak with Vickie Davis about this review and send a quote for services and a fee schedule for future application reviews to the Board.
