Call Meeting to Order
The meeting was called to order at 5:35 PM
Illegal Junkyard
Steketee stated that there remains an issue of an illegal junkyard in town.  Cooley asked if there had been any changes to rectify the situation as of this date.  Smith stated that he has not satisfied the requirements that he and the Board outlined previously.  Steketee said that the board was charged with dealing with this situation, Smith stated he felt that he was being targeted.  Steketee made it clear he was not being targeted and the Board is trying to treat everyone the same.  Adams stated that the minutes will reflect that the Board has been very generous and extended his compliance time on three different occasions and been generous following the timelines.  Various options for Smith were discussed.
Smith stated that he will get rid of two vehicles by December 30th.  The Board decided to table any further discussion until the December 30th meeting.

Warrant Review
Green read a draft of a warrant article for the placement of the bandstand at the north end of the east common on Route 10, and submitted it for approval from the Board.  Following a discussion, the Board agreed to place the article in the town report.  
To see of the Town will approve the placement of a bandstand at the north end of the east common on Route 10.  No taxpayer funds will be used for construction costs.  Instead, these costs will be met by in kind and monetary donations.  Design and construction to be approved by the Selectboard.
Also discussed was the potential for improving of electricity to the bandstand and two other residences behind the common and which trust funds could possibly be used to fund the town’s potential share.
Articles 2 through 6 were unchanged and approved.

Article 7:  Preliminary estimates from Arnold Graton Associates in the amount of $67,700 and Michie Corporation in the amount of $200,000 were reviewed and the Board decided to request $75,000 be placed on the warrant to replace Grimes Hill Road Bridge.

Highbridge Road Bridge was discussed and decided that a warrant requesting the Town’s preference as to whether to replace the bridge, close the bridge or make the bridge for non-vehicle use (walking/bike access) only.  The Board asked Clifford to speak with the Department of Revenue for proper wording of the warrant article.
Article 8 and 9 were unchanged and approved.

Article 10:  The Board reviewed the preliminary estimate on replacing the backhoe-loader and agreed to request $130,000.
Article 11 through 14 were unchanged and approved.

Article 15:  The Board discussed the fact that the 250th Committee had not submitted a request for more than $1,500 and how the Board should handle the situation.  Green suggested $10,000.  The Board decided to keep the figure the same and table any further discussion until the Public Hearing on January 7, 2015.

A motion was made to approve the draft 2015 warrant articles as discussed.  The motion passed.
