Call Meeting to Order
The meeting was called to order at 5:30 PM
Work Session – Wheeler House Road/Roger’s House
The Board drafted a worksheet of amounts with regards to the Wheeler House Drive Property for submission to the former owners.  Once this notice is received by return-receipt registered mail the former owner(s) have thirty days to respond with a notice of intent if they choose to re-purchase the property, then an additional fifteen days to gather the funds.  The town cannot sell the property until after the 90 days following the date of notice.
A motion was made to appoint Anne Cooley as Board Representative regarding the final estimate of legal costs for the Wheeler House Road property.  The motion passed.

A motion was made to enter into nonpublic session for personnel issues at 6:41 PM.  A roll call vote of members present was taken with a decision in the affirmative.

The Board voted the minutes of the nonpublic session sealed and resumed the regular meeting at 6:45 PM.

Adams asked if the Board wanted to change the deed for historical preservation, or consider placing a deed restriction for historical purposes if the property goes out for sale.  Cooley felt that more information needed to be gathered and that decision would be for another meeting.

Old Orford Academy Conversion 
Cooley recused herself due to conflict of interest. 
The Board decided to table this topic until the next meeting.  Adams will contact Attorney Waugh regarding this situation and report at the next meeting.

Assessing Contract Bids
Adams explained that two proposals were received.  

Steve Allen Assessing – gave a flat rate for monthly charges and unit charge for pick-up of $45.00 and a $600 per day court charge if necessary.  Total contract would be $99,800.00.
M&N Assessing Services – gave an hourly charge that would total $6,000 per year, $60 per board meeting, court costs of $1,000 and the field work performed by a second person.  Total contract would be $102,075.00.
Adams recommended that the Town stay with Allen based on the bid figures and his past performance.

A motion was made to award the assessing contract to Steve M. Allen Assessing.  The motion passed.
