I. Call Meeting to Order
The meeting was called to order at 5:30 PM.
Chief Straight – Fire Department
Chief Straight distributed the June Activity Report pointing out 9 calls for the month of June, 67 year-to-date compared to 64 call for 2016.  The department attended a search and rescue training and participated in an actual rescue the following day on Mt. Cube.  Chief Straight informed the Board that all new members are receiving driver training on the fire trucks.
Smith mentioned the property owner where the fire department accessed Mt. Cube for the rescue was upset about the locks to the gate being cut and would appreciate notification.  Chief Straight stated he tried to reach the property owner that day, but was unsuccessful until the following day.

Roger Hadlock – Road Agent
Hadlock reported the highway department, along with the assistance of additional contractors, continue to work on the roads and replacing culverts damaged from the July 1st storm.  They are also grading where they can.

Hadlock is compiling information for FEMA with Clifford.  Straight met with Nick Sceggett of DuBois & King regarding expansion of the sand pit where permitting will be necessary.
Adams asked if Hadlock had hired anyone for the open position on the highway crew.  Hadlock stated he hasn’t had the time since the storm.
Adams informed Hadlock and Chief Straight that there would be no spending except for necessary emergency items or repairs without authorization from the Board first.

Hadlock asked about the Archertown Road project.  Adams suggested Hadlock get bid figures together for review and the Board should have a better idea of cash flow by the next regular meeting with Hadlock in August.

Adams stated all town roads were passable by the afternoon on Friday, July 7th.  He congratulated the highway department and other contractors for a job well done.  Now the highway department needed to bring the roads back to replacement in kind and review culverts to be sure they will withstand new traffic patterns and last longer.  

Adams asked if Hadlock had reviewed Tannery Road.  Hadlock stated he was aware of minimal damage, the road is passable and will be addressed.

Adams reported the State had inspected Creamery Road Bridge and Brook Road Bridge, both are safe.  Town Road #100 requires replacement.  Quinttown Road Bridge and Mousley Brook Bridge will be inspected by the end of the week.

Hadlock wanted to thank those who assisted during this strenuous time, their assistance was and continues to be invaluable.

The Selectboard will hold a working session for road progress and costs and the hiring process of a new Chief of Police on Wednesday, July 19, 2017 at 5:30 PM.
Adams discussed the flow of presentation and discussion for the 7:00 PM Public Hearing for the Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) project.
Adams will begin with a FEMA informational update then introduction of presentations, open for public comments for the three segments and end with a motion of action followed by a Board discussion.

II.  Old Business

A.  Board Reports

Smith reported the Planning Board will meet July 17th to review potential planning assistants.

Goundrey reported that Straight met with Nick Sceggett from DuBois & King regarding the sand pit expansion.  Goundrey will follow up with Sceggett and report at a future date.

Adams reported that State road repair is progressing with possible paving at the end of the week.

Goundrey mentioned that Health Officer, Faith Knapp, inquired about her role as Health Officer.  Goundrey felt Clifford could assist her with the scope of work.  Knapp asked to address the Board at a future date as she is concerned about the rodents living within the walls of the town office and the disease they carry.
A motion was made to enter into nonpublic session for a request of direct assistance at 6:20 PM.  A roll call vote of member’s present was taken with a decision in the affirmative.

The Board resumed the regular meeting at 6:28 PM.  A vote was taken with a decision in the affirmative to seal the minutes of the nonpublic session.
