I. Call Meeting to Order
The meeting was called to order at 5:30
II. Old Business

A. 2019 Warrant Articles
The board revised the wording on two warrant articles.

Combining the Town Clerk/Tax Collector Office - Both the NH Municipality and DRA recommended not adding a salary value in this warrant article as the money is set at the annual meeting and approved by the voters.

Motion made to amend the wording for the Warrant Article to read “To see if the Town will vote to combine the Town Clerk and Tax Collector offices thereby creating a new office of Town Clerk/Tax Collector, to be held by one person and to be elected for a three-year term. This office will be compensated by a set salary. This office will be phased in per RSA 41:45-a. Motion Passed

FEMA funds replenishing the Capital Reserve Accounts – When the representatives from FEMA visited the office on 12/21/18 it was mentioned that Federal Law states reimbursements received from FEMA must be paid back to the source of the funds.
Motion made to amend the wording for the Warrant Article to read “To see if the Town will vote to replenish the Capital Reserve Funds with FEMA funds as allowed by Federal Law” Motion Passed.

B. Notice of Public Meeting

Dobbins-Marsh asked about sending a mailer about the Public Hearing for the Budget. The board agreed to post at the Town Office, Post Office, Valley News and the Orford List Serve once the meeting date is set, but will not send a mailer.
C. Truck

Dobbins-Marsh reported the Purchase and Sale agreement was received from Gateway for the 2019 F-550 and the 7-year Premium Care Warranty. The Truck was ordered and should arrive within two months. The truck will be taken to HP Fairfield and they will install the truck package previously ordered. McGoff asked about the possibility of adding a Stainless Steel body to the truck package and will follow up with HP Fairfield to see what this would cost. If the price is within the warrant article budget, McGoff will need to get a modified contract from HP Fairfield dated in 2018.
Motion made to approve a modification to HP Fairfields’ contract for a stainless steel body if the total package for the truck comes in on budget. Motion Passed
Smith asked if the total includes new wheels and tires. Dobbins-Marsh said no – the total under contract is just under $91,000 leaving $6,000 to stay on budget. If the stainless steel body is more than $6,000 then McGoff will look into getting the wheels and tires in 2018.

The Board resumed the regular meeting at 6:17 PM.  A motion was made by Adams, seconded by Smith to seal the minutes of the nonpublic session. Motion Approved.
