Meeting called to order by Ruth Hook

Thomson/Terry made a motion to move up the public comment.

Public Comment: Eva Daniels noticed an affidavit attached to the November 27th minutes. Jim explained members were asked to comment (see Kelly Monahan from the November meeting). Eva says it’s out of context, not applicable to that meeting. We need to read this into tonight’s meeting pages 1 to 3.

Jim motion to put affidavit from Kelley into tonight’s minutes Deb seconded, Terry opposed, Harry abstained.

Continue audit of YTD property files, Liz to facilitate

Liz handed out a list of what needs to be in each file as discussed in the last meeting. This will be the last meeting Liz will be with us. She handed over the post office receipts. Brought abutter notices, Tom requested she send any others she gets to us. She suggests checking addresses with those in the files on any returned envelope as mail gets returned.

Liz has been speaking over e-mail with Bonnie McCouch, she wants to apply for lot line adjustment application, in January possible February. She is trying to get a survey done, it’s a campground on Archer Town Road. She is trying to protect herself if new campground owner decides to expand. Should she send Liz the plans, she will need a new survey. She will have to have over 10 acres of property to qualify for current use tax. Assessor will help to assess the market value and Selectboard will have the final say which is 10% of fair market value.
Liz gave Parity real correspondence to go into the file. There are currently no open applications. Liz brought the Master Plan Survey originals to hand over. She said if there is anything missing from files, e mail Liz to see if she has those. Liz brought digital copies abutter notices and how to do them, templates, memos Liz has written, digital tax maps are all on a USB drive. She also left a complete copy of the sub division regulations in a binder. She is still under contract until end of December 2018. USB is arranged in folders by topic. Always call Liz if we have questions. Tom asked about billing, Liz said we have everything. Jim McGoff will bring what we do have to the Selectboard at the meeting tomorrow night. Jim asked if Liz had anyone to recommend to take her place. Regional Planning Commission under new executive director, Carol Ogarly from SW NH. NHMA we are members, use their expertise in these situations. Jim may reach out to them to see if they have any recommendations for a new planning assistant. We talked about adding things on the check list thing like the date, and adding specific things mergers.

The undersigned, KELLEY JEAN MONAHAN, being duly sworn, hereby deposes and says:
1. I am over the age of 18 and am a resident of the State of New Hampshire. I have personal knowledge of the facts herein, and, if called as a witness, could testify completely thereto.
2. I suffer no legal disabilities and have personal knowledge of the facts set forth below.
3.1 attended the October 16, 2018 Town of Orford Planning Board Public Hearing on the Master Plan revision. I was seated in the front row as Ann Green arrived. Carl Schmidt, Bruce Schwaegler and Terry Martin were seated in the audience. I noticed that there were two members of law enforcement in the back corners of the room. When Ann walked into the room, she exclaimed in her usual manner, “What was the meaning of this? Who authorized this? Who is paying for this?” Referring to the presence of law enforcement. She then gestured to me and stated, “Oh, that’s why they are here.” I stated to the board that I have never raised my voice or cursed in a public meeting or hearing.” Harry Osmer asked “What is it Kelley, unlady-like?” I responded, “No, unprofessional.” I had grown accustom to the unprofessional rantings of Ann Green and Teny Martin from previous meetings and encounters. At this point, Paul Carrerio addressed Ann Green and said that he was responsible for the presence of law enforcement due to behavior at previous meetings. He then proceeded to open the hearing and announced that the hearing would be recorded.
4. After the conclusion of the meeting, I approached the table where all members of the Planning Board were seated with the exception of Terry Martin who sat in audience throughout the hearing, rather than with the board. I spoke with Tom Thomson who was seated next to Jim MeGoff, on his right as you approached the table. I mentioned to Tom that I had recently attended a forum held by Vital Communities, NH Housing and NH Office of Strategic Initiatives on Accessory Dwelling Units and I thought that the Planning Board would be interested in this subject and the forum and that they should look at the updated NH RSA. Simultaneously, Terry Martin approached Jim McGoff, the conversation started out quiet, but Martin quickly grew enraged, leaning over the table and thrusting a finger into Jim’s face as he began yelling and acting in a threating manner. Tom and I stopped talking and looked at this encounter. Soon, Terry Martin, spun out and charged out the door, passing Carl Schmidt who was standing in the doorway, a good 20 feet away from the center of table, where Jim was standing. On his way out the door, Martin yelled something along the lines of “You are the worst Selectman, ever, you don’t listen to anyone.”
5. 1 had previously seen Terry Martin act in this manner. First being the public bearing on the

Orford Academy Project in July of 2017. When I began reading from the previous Orford

Master Plan on housing, Terry Martin threw his papers to the ground, yelling “Do you mean

that the Planning Board is going to object to this project?” I said nothing. He stormed from the room, knocking the tri-fold board on the project to the ground in his exit.
6. January of 2018,1 had made it known to the Orford List Serve that on Saturday, I would be on the road outside of the Orford Transfer Station to talk with citizens and to gather signatures for the warrant articles that I had drafted. Terry Martin parked his car and approached me. He proceeded to berate me, yelling at me, pointing his finger in my face and accusing me of destroying the town for a full 5 minutes before I asked him “Are you quite finished?” There was no one else to witness this episode of bullying.
7. The Valley News published a story on the July 2017 Public Hearing on the Orford Academy Project. They detailed that it was disruptive, but failed to mention who was being disruptive. They eluded to that it was the opposition to the project, members of the Planning Board, when in fact, it was the members of the Academy Building Task Force who were disruptive. I have already accounted for Task Force member, Terry Martin’s disruptive behavior at this hearing. Task Force member, Ann Green, at the conclusion of that hearing, met me in the aisle as I was approaching the Selectman. She screamed at me “You are the worst person in the world.” “You are in big trouble for recording that illegal subdivision. I calmly responded, “Ann you know darn well that that situation was resolved in court as, it should have been, it was not an illegal subdivision as I have repeatedly told you and the attorney has repeatedly told you.” “It was an affidavit recorded by a previous register and you know fill well that the situation was resolved in a quiet title action in court.” I also told her that she was “As thick as a brick.” I then approached the Selectboard table and shook all hands along with Paul Carrerio and thanked them for their service to the Town of Orford.
